Dog Bylaw Amendment

Amend Bylaw #4 (13) to add the following:
“Notwithstanding the above, where first-time purchasers of strata lots have an existing dog which exceeds the weight limit referred to above, such purchaser may apply to the council for a one-time exemption/grandfathering of the existing dog on the following terms:
a. The exemption/grandfathering shall not have been applied for by the same purchaser in respect to the purchase of any other strata lot;

b. There shall not have been any previous applications for exemption/grandfathering in respect to the strata lot to which the request relates;

c. Only one dog may be applied for in respect to any strata lot;

d. The applicant shall provide adequate identification to the council to identify the dog applied for;

e. The council, in its sole discretion, may require insurance to be placed by the applicant in favour of the strata covering any injuries or damage caused by the dog applied for;

f. Any dog to which an exemption/grandfathering is granted shall be on a zero tolerance basis; whereby any breach of the above rules or any incidents of aggressive behaviour toward any human or other pet, will result in immediate expulsion of the dog from the resort; and

g. No exemption/grandfathering shall be granted in respect to any dog owned by a guest or tenant of a unit owner.”
